NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City of Patterson (“City”) Planning Commission will hold a Regular Meeting on Thursday, March 23, 2023, at 7:00 p.m., in person AND via video conferencing and Zoom teleconference, to consider the following: 
Public Hearing:
General Plan Amendment #23-01, Update to the General Plan Health & Safety Element
General Plan Amendment #23-01 to amend the City of Patterson General Plan Health and Safety Element to incorporate and adopt the 2022 Stanislaus County Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan (MJHMP) and City of Patterson Local Hazard Mitigation Plan (LHMP) Annex. The Disaster Mitigation Act (DMA) of 2000 requires local governments to adopt pre-disaster mitigation plans in order to minimize property damage and the risk to the public health and safety that might result from the effects of natural or man-made disasters. The MJHMP assesses risk and vulnerabilities and identifies and prioritizes mitigation projects. The 2022 Stanislaus County MJHMP update makes the City eligible for Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Pre-Disaster Mitigation and Hazard Mitigation Assistance (HMA) grant programs. FEMA requires that MJHMP to be updated every five years to maintain eligibility for grants. 
The plan is categorically exempt based on the commonsense exemption that CEQA applies only to projects which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment, and it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the current activity may affect the environment, in accordance with Section 15061(b)(3). It is also exempt from CEQA in accordance with Section 15183 as a project that is consistent with the City’s General Plan, Community Plans, and Zoning Ordinance; and/or categorically exempt from CEQA in accordance with Section 15162 as a feasibility and planning study that informs the City of vulnerabilities to natural hazards and develops potential future actions to mitigation risks.
